I told the Lions
Club of Bletchley what [ wanted to do and
immediately got the backing of the whole
club and five volunteers to climb with me.

May 17th was dull, damp, and mild. We
arrived in Llanbens the might before and
were first on the mountain at 750 am next
morning.

Three hours later
shrouded in cloud and freeing temperatures
we were there. We didn't linger and set off
on the S-mile trek dows, the scmetimes steep
and rough, Lianberis path to sign off too
amd a half hours ater, Mission achived|

Later fish and chips in Pere’s Cafié never
tasted so good. About 450 people answered
the challenpe to raise £100, 00K, Our results
about E3500. The only Lions club there !

Moral to this stery? One in three males over
53 in the LUK will ke aftfected by Prostate
Cancer. Much of our Lions membership s
male and over 55 ! So don't delay go and
see vour GF get checked out and ask for a
PSA test and help to beat Prostate Cancer,
